In April 1861, President Lincoln 
put out a notice saying he needed volunteers to fight.  Wasioja responded, and set up 
recruitment in the local law office, which is now referred to as the Wasioja Recruiting Station. 
The men and boys signed up, forming Company C of the Second Minnesota Volunteer Infantry 
Regiment.
